Protessor Zdenék Maratka, MD, DSc

A solemn meeting on the occasion of his 95th birthday

in the Art Gallery Miro in Prague, June 28, 2009
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As on the occasion of the 90th of
professor Maratka five years ago, his
family again organized a celebratory
event at this same place. This festive
occasion took place at the beautiful
milieu of the Art Gallery Miro in the
church of St. Rocho in the area of
Strahov Monastery. Immediately after
their arrival, the guests were personal-
ly welcomed by honoree. Anyone who
has known him a long time is aware
that time had touched him with a light
hand and finds him still vibrant, atten-
tive, and with a broad view and wide-
ranging interests. It is reflected in his
lifelong publishing activity reflected in
the recent coverage in Folia Gastro-
enterologica et Hepatologica 2008;
6(4): 166-167. In his opening words,
Professor Maratka eloquently greeted
his guests, and explained how the
mutual interaction and achievements
of his family have deeply influenced
his philosophy of life and study. The
reflections always were in the appro-
priate language, alternately in Czech,
French, and with respect to the
presence of his friend and associate
of Mr. Franz Reuter also in German.
This level of performance leads one to
consider how genes governing artistic
sensibility inherited from his father
Josef Maratka, our major sculptor, is
reflected in everything he does. This
issue, together with much relevant
information of the life of Professor
Maratka we gave in detail laudatio on
his ninetieth birthday in Folia Gastro-
enterol Hepatol 2004; 2(2): 59-61.
The influence of the artistic genes
is evident especially in his son Krystof
Maratka, who prepared for the hono-
ree, and thus also for all participants,

an extraordinary cultural experience.
KryStof Maratka is a recognized com-
poser of classical music. At the age
of 14, as a pupil of the Conservatory,
he composed his first composition
Golgotha. As a composer he is very
productive. His achievements include
the first prize in the Grand Prix
International Competition in Lodz in
2006 for the Concerto for Clarinet and
Orchestra Luminarium, for Woodwind
Quintet Hypnoses at the Pablo Casals
Festival in Prades in 2006, a composi-
tion for the People’s Instrument Suan
at the festival in Shanghai in 2008,
and for the world premiere composi-
tions Imprint in the U.S. and in Canada

in 2004. Impressive, how to reward
participants in meetings, are also his
melodramas Kuznecov and Fourleg-
ged Crow, an artistic metaphor reflec-
ting communist oppression. He won
a number of awards for Ds of his own
compositions. In the years 2000-
2008, he produced the film Three
generations of Maratkas. Gathered
here are the records and speeches of
his grandfather Josef Maratka and
father Professor Zdenék Maratka and
indeed, of other family members.

The audience was
entranced, especially as he was
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Professor Maratka with his son Krystof, an
internationally recognised pianist and composer
of classical music.
